1. Changes in Syllabus under New Single Major System (NEP-2020)

Discussion:
The Chairperson presented the proposed revisions under the Single Major System, aligning

with the NEP-2020 guidelines to enhance student learning outcomes. The discussion focused
on integrating multidisciplinary courses, digital literacy, and skill-based modules to ensure
holistic education.

Dr. Rajana Balayya emphasized the importance of industry-relevant courses and suggested

incorporating practical modules to enhance employability. Dr. D.V. Nageswara Rao supported
these changes, noting that students must be equipped with research and analytical skills for

better career prospects.
However, K. Ananda Rao expressed concerns regarding the additional academic load and

suggested a phased implementation to ensure smooth adaptation. In response, Dr. P.
Lakshminarayana proposed a credit-based approach where students can opt for specialized

subjects without overwhelming their core syllabus.

Ch. Sanjeev Kumar recommended integrating experiential learning components such as
internships and project-based assignments. After detailed deliberations, the committee agreed

to implement a blended approach that retains core subjects while introducing

multidisciplinary electives gradually.
